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Perelman’s Theory of Rhetoric

The Review of “Universal Audience”

Perelman’ s “A New Rhetoric” had a big influence on rhetorical analyses in social sciences. But it is not
necessarily recognized enough what meaning Perelman’ s theory of rhetoric has for sociology. The purpose of
this thesis is to clarify the significance of “Universal Audience” that characterizes Perelman’ s “A New Rhetoric.”
Through getting a grasp of the view of society Perelman assumed, it becomes clear that “Universal Audience”
has the aspect as methods of argument in pluralistic society. As a result, it turns out that Perelman’ s “Universal

Audience” is similar to G. H. Mead’ s “Generalized Other” and R. H. Brown’ s “Ironical Attitude” .
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
