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Location of the Social Indicators Movement and the "Normative /
Descriptive” Controversy in Social Indicators Research
MITA, Akiko

In the Social Indicator Movement that had happened in the latter half of 1960's, there was a controversy
whether the social indicator should be normative or descriptive. The purpose of this paper is to clearly arrange
and understand this "normative / descriptive" controversy related to the definition of the social indicator.

In existing researches, the means of this controversy has been taken to whether there could be normative
social indicators. However, to examine both the process of the Social Indicator Movement and the content of the
controversy clarify the follow points. First, in fact, “whether or not there could be normative social indicators”
could not be a conflict point. Second, in the social indicators research history, the location of the Social Indicators
Movement should be understood as a period of appearance of a new type "social indicator" research of which the
direct aim is the policy contribution.

This paper offers the next points; it is the cause of the controversy and the movement’ s decline that
even concerning persons did not accurately understand these contexts, and the essential problem for today’ s

normative social indicators researcher is to consider the method of autonomous composing social indicators.
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
