In this article, I consider the change in the nationalism of a Japanese Buddhist group in Hawai" i during
the early twentieth century. Subsequently, I examine the manner in which the religious group had developed
both in Japan and in the United States, focusing specifically on the discourses of its religious leader. Based on this
examination, I observe the situational accommodative use of “dual nationalism” in its development. Moreover,
the significance of this article is that it clarifies a new aspect of the problems of religion and nationalism, which

cannot be confined to a single nation state.
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
