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Rebalancing Individual Freedom with Social Integration:
Durkheim’s Underlying Preoccupation on the Division of Labour in Society

Organic solidarity, which Durkheim stated in his first book, the Division of Labour in Society, is a theoretical answer to
his long tackling problems; identifying proper subject for sociology, matching dispersive tendency in French society, and re-
balancing individual freedom with social integration. Previous studies on the Division have focused the first and the second
themes, however, noting these two subjects alone does not lead to a clear understanding of Durkheim’s new idea of social co-
hesion. This paper shows by examining Durkheim’s academic articles published before the Division, the decisive motive for
forging his original concept of solidarity is the third one, which was not explicitly expressed in the Division, but the underlying

preoccupation in the sociology of Durkheim.
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
